ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT

1. Early Numeracy - Colours Week in KG

Colour Week was celebrated in the pre-primary section from 08 July to 12 July 2024. During this week, all the children actively
participated with great enthusiasm. The event was both enjoyable and educational, featuring engaging games and magical
experiences with colours. Each day, children and teachers wore the designated color, exploring primary colors—red, ,
and blue—and learning how to create secondary colors like green, orange, purple, brown, pink, black, and

Real-life objects were used to enhance the learning experience, helping children connect colors with items they encounter
daily. Activities included sorting colours, colour hopscotch, picking colour paper with straws, colour hunts, and mixing paint
colours to create new ones. Authentic objects were used to demonstrate the colors, and children also enjoyed playing the
game "Dog and the Bone."

The children thoroughly enjoyed the week, and it helped them understand the concept of different colours in an easy and fun
manner.
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2. Grade 3 - Building a Greener Future: Our Tree Plantation Drive

In line with the "Majhi Vasundhara" (My Earth) initiative by the Maharashtra government, our school organized a tree plantation
drive led by our dedicated science teachers and actively participated in by our students. This experience went beyond
textbooks, allowing students to learn about the vital role trees play in maintaining a healthy environment.

The drive wasn't just about planting trees, it was about fostering environmental responsibility in our young minds. Students
gained valuable practical knowledge about tree care, witnessed the importance of environmental action firsthand, and
developed a deeper appreciation for nature's delicate balance.

This initiative is just the beginning! We aim to expand it by involving the local community and integrating environmental
education more deeply into our curriculum. By working together, we can raise awareness about environmental issues, inspire
sustainable practices, and empower students to take action for a greener future.
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3. Unit Test 1 for Grades 1to 7

Grades 1 to 7 had their first Unit 1 test this year between 11th July to 15th July with two subjects per day and a dedicated
revision time. Despite reduced teaching days due to post-break attendance issues, teachers employed effective strategies to
prepare students. Through flexible exam scheduling and efficient time management, teachers maximize student learning
amidst challenges. Notably, students demonstrated improved overall performance compared to the previous year's Unit 1
exams, highlighting the resilience and adaptability of teachers in overcoming obstacles to achieve positive student outcomes.
Future plans involve developing strategies to mitigate the impact of potential attendance fluctuations.
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4. Spell Bee Competition - Grades 2 to 7

On 3rd August 2024 Saturday, a spell bee competition was organsised for all grades from Grades 2 to 7 in their school
assembly hall. The students for the spell bee competition were elected via two rounds of selection conducted in the classrooms
respectively. The students from grades 2 and 3 were grouped together, 4 and 5 were paired together and 6 and 7 were
paired together respectively. The students were selected and allotted teams as per their four houses called Equality, Fraternity,
Justice and Liberty. The students were given an exhaustive list beforehand to prepare for the spell bee. The students were
teamed up according to their houses and the spell bee was conducted, the score was maintained and the winners were
announced. The objective of the spell bee was to encourage love for language and to increase vocabulary and improve
language acquisition amongst students. The objective of conducting the spell bee competition in school was to empower
students to build self confidence and also to set an example for the other students in the audience to improve and work hard
and get better at language acquisition through fun and joy.
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STUDENT VOICE AND WELL BEING

1. Clubs

being.
