To improve the academic performance of struggling
students, we provided targeted support in reading,
writing, and math.

Math:

We focused on foundational numeracy skills, such as
counting, addition, and subtraction, to help students better
understand basic math concepts and operations.

Progress was monitored using individual tracking sheets,
and monthly Parent-Teacher meetings were held on
Saturdays to discuss developments.
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5. Red Day ( Nursery) 4th September 2024.

Red Day was planned as a special event for the Nursery
children, engaging them in activities designed to introduce
and help them associate the color red with their surroundings.
First, the children were given a picture of a red object and
asked to color it. Then, they were presented with sticks in
various colors and asked to select the red one allowing us to
assess their ability to recognize the color.

These activities promoted independence and helped us
confirm that the children could successfully identify and
understand the color red. By recognizing and naming red objects, the children demonstrated improved
cognitive skills. The coloring activities also enhanced their ability to make accurate color choices while
developing their fine motor skills.
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6. Mini PD on Classroom Management ( Pre-Primary and Grade 1)

The Mini PD was designed and conducted on 21st September,2024, strengthening teachers'
understanding and application of key non-negotiable classroom strategies such as Cold Calling Sticks,
No-Opt-Out, Think-Pair-Share, Small Group instruction, and CFU (Content + Instruction). The goal was
to support professional growth and improve classroom outcomes.

The session began with an independent task where teachers reviewed these strategies and rated
themselves on a scale of 1 to 5. Following this, they were divided into groups of four to discuss,
collaboratively design, and practice classroom scripts based on the strategies for the Pre-primary
section. This collaborative exercise empowered teachers, boosting their confidence and encouraging
them to think like leaders. By scripting and practicing these techniques, they developed a stronger
sense of accountability and ownership, contributing ideas that benefit not only their classrooms but the
entire school.

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7. Unit Plan

The Unit plan designing workshop for Grades 1 to 7 aimed to help
teachers create clear, measurable learning goals and engaging
activities that relate to real-world situations.

Key areas of focus included aligning unit plans with curriculum
standards and using backward design to identify desired learning
outcomes. The workshop emphasized designing units that connect
to real life.

Strategies discussed included adding game elements to make
lessons more motivating, organizing units around hands-on
experiences, and creating opportunities for students to collaborate = &
with their peers. These approaches aim to encourage deeper -'si‘ ;

engagement and collaboration, making learning meaningful and |
relevant beyond the classroom.
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8. Unit Assessment

The first Unit Assessment tests for Kindergarten were scheduled from 23rd September 2024. These
assessments were conducted in small groups of five students at a time, allowing children to feel more
confident, experience less disturbance, and have ample time to express themselves.

During the same period, Unit 3 assessments were held for Grade 1 students. The results from these

assessments highlighted the need for reinforcement of certain topics in upcoming lessons to ensure a
stronger academic foundation and better understanding among student
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The impact of the unit tests was significant for both
students and teachers. For students, the assessments
provided an opportunity to gauge their comprehension
and identify areas where additional support is needed.
For teachers, the outcomes underscored the necessity
for differentiated instruction and targeted interventions to
meet the diverse learning needs of their students.

2. Community Visit

Teachers and school staff visited students' homes to check on their living conditions, parental
involvement, and access to basic necessities like food and study materials. They had in-person
discussions with parents to talk about student progress and how families could help with their child's
education. Each family received a personalized support plan with strategies to improve academic
performance and well-being, including advice on nutrition and home study routines.

These visits strengthened relat|onsh|ps between parents and teachers, allowing for open discussions
about student progress. Teachers gained a better understanding
of students’ backgrounds, which helped them tailor their
classroom instruction. By addressing specific issues, there were
noticeable improvements in students’ academic performance
and behavior. The program also encouraged community
involvement in education and helped reduce absenteeism and
dropout rates among at-risk students.
