1. Book Distribution for Kindergarten

e FElevatED Session

Following the participation in the ElevatEd Advance Pedagogy Track, a professional development session was conducted on
April 21st by 8 trained educators to share key learnings and equip fellow teachers with effective classroom strategies.

The session focused on four impactful pedagogical approaches like Performance Tasks, Data-Driven Instruction, Socratic
Seminars, and Rigor & Relevance, all aimed at deepening student engagement, enhancing conceptual understanding, and
fostering real-world application. Through hands-on activities, reflective discussions, and real classroom examples, teachers
explored how to transition from traditional instructional methods to more student-centered practices.

The workshop created a space for meaningful dialogue, collaborative reflection, and the planning of actionable steps to
implement these strategies in their own teaching. Teachers also documented their takeaways on a shared Padlet platform,
allowing for ongoing reflection and exchange of ideas. The session had a significant impact, boosting teacher confidence in
using innovative practices and reinforcing the value of active, purposeful learning. Moving forward, follow-up sessions are
planned to review progress, address challenges, and support sustained implementation of these transformative teaching
strategies.
