ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT

1. Colour week

Colour Week was celebrated in July 2025 for
kindergarten students as a vibrant and engaging
learning experience. Each day of the week was
dedicated to a specific colour such as blue,
yellow, green, black, white, orange, or purple.
Children enthusiastically dressed according to
the colour theme and participated in creative
activities like painting, art and craft sessions,
singing rhymes, storytelling, and colour
recognition games. Classrooms were decorated —
in line with the theme, creating an immersive environment that captured children’s
interest and imagination.

The celebrations helped children identify and differentiate between colours while
enhancing their vocabulary and communication skills. Group games encouraged
teamwork, while craft and painting activities supported creativity and expression.
Teachers also used the opportunity to integrate fun learning with daily routines,
making the experience both educational and enjoyable for young learners.
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2. Phonics- Station Rotation

Phonics and Literacy Station Rotation sessions
were conducted for Kindergarten, Grade 1, and
Grade 2 students to strengthen their reading and
phonics skills. Teachers designed interactive
~ learning stations focused on blending sounds,
decoding words, comprehension passages,
guided reading exercises, and word recognition
games. Students rotated through these stations,
which gave them the opportunity to work both
independently and collaboratively.

The interactive station-based approach allowed students to experience differentiated
learning according to their individual reading levels. It encouraged autonomy,
improved concentration, and promoted joyful learning. Teachers observed higher
engagement levels, with students displaying improved reading fluency and
comprehension after participating in the sessions.

3. Unit 2 assessment
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Unit Test 2 was conducted from 14th to 21st July ==
2025 across Grades 1 to 7 to evaluate students’
understanding of the concepts taught in Unit 2.
The assessments were held in both morning and
afternoon shifts depending on the grade, and were
designed to measure conceptual clarity and
application skills. Written tests with structured
question patterns were used to ensure
comprehensive coverage of all core subjects.

The tests provided valuable data on students’

learning progress and helped teachers identify areas needing additional support.
Insights gained from the assessment were used to plan remedial and enrichment
sessions, ensuring that students had the required conceptual foundation before
moving on to the next unit of learning.
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4. Integration of Technology in classrooms

The school implemented the use of iPads twice a
month to enhance student engagement and
conceptual understanding through interactive digital
. tools. These sessions focused on integrating
technology with curriculum delivery, using platforms
s like Nearpod, Keynote, and Kahoot. Teachers used
iPads to visually demonstrate science and social
science concepts and to engage students in gamified
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learning experiences, which promoted collaboration and active participation. The
approach also introduced students to digital creativity, including creating
presentations, solving quizzes, and collaborating on shared tasks. Students showed
high levels of enthusiasm and engagement while using iPads. Interactive sessions
improved their ability to visualize complex topics, increased participation, and built
confidence in digital skills. Keynote-based assignments encouraged creativity, while
Kahoot quizzes promoted quick thinking and recall of information. These sessions not
only improved conceptual understanding but also equipped students with 21st-
century skills, including collaboration and digital communication.

1. Hindi Marathi Professional Development (PD) Sessions

Monthly professional development sessions were
conducted for Hindi and Marathi language teachers.
These sessions focused on improving teaching
strategies for reading comprehension and on
creating engaging hooks for lesson introductions.
Teachers explored techniques like guided reading,
inferencing, word-guessing games, and
comprehension strategies to make lessons more
interactive and meaningful.

The sessions equipped teachers with practical tools
and methods to enhance student participation and deepen understanding during
language lessons. They also encouraged collaborative sharing of experiences among
teachers, fostering a supportive professional learning community aimed at improving
overall classroom effectiveness in language teaching.
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2. Elementary Art Professional Development

An Elementary Art professional development program was organized to strengthen
teachers’ capacity to prepare students for Elementary and Intermediate Art
Examinations. The session focused on 2D design, memory drawing, still life, and

1. Ashadi Ekadashi Celebration

Advisors facilitated
icebreaker games, storytelling circles, and
reflection sessions to help students feel
connected and supported.

This session allowed advisors to understand students’ individual stories and learning
needs while establishing trust and communication within the group. The experience
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created a strong foundation for future advisory sessions, fostering collaboration and
mutual respect among students while promoting a positive learning environment.
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3. DSO Taekwondo Competition

On 13th July 2025, students from NMMC School No. 93 represented the school at the
26th Thane District Kyurogi Taekwondo Championship. In preparation, students
trained twice weekly, displaying determination and discipline. Participants from
Grades 4 and 6 showcased exceptional skill and sportsmanship during the event,
achieving notable placements.

The competition provided valuable exposure to district-level sports, boosting
students’ confidence and inspiring them to strive for excellence. Achievements
included one silver and one bronze medal in the girls’ category, and one bronze medal
and one participation certificate in the boys' category, reinforcing the value of
dedication and effort in extracurricular pursuits.

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4. Orientation-Kabaddi, Football, and Kho Kho

An orientation program for parents and
students was held on 26th-27th July 2025 to
explain the rules, expectations, and importance
of continuous practice for Kabaddi, Football,
and Kho Kho.

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6. Assembly- Good Manners

On 11th July 2025, the KG section conducted a special assembly on “Good Manners.”
The event included songs, rhymes, and dramatic performances to reinforce polite
behavior, respect for peers, and social-emotional values. Teachers encouraged
student participation through role play, storytelling, and the use of visual props to
support understanding and memory.

The assembly enhanced students’ confidence and communication skills while
fostering teamwork and creativity. It gave children an opportunity to showcase their
talents, practice public speaking, and internalize the importance of respectful social
interaction in everyday life.
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PARENT COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT AND DEVELOPMENT

1. Monsoon-related disease awareness session and Healthy habits session.

A special awareness session was conducted on 25/07/2025 under the guidance of
the NMMC Health Department to educate students on seasonal monsoon-related
illnesses and the importance of healthy habits. The session focused on common
diseases prevalent during the rainy season, such as colds, flu, dengue, and malaria.
Health experts explained symptoms, preventive measures, and the role of personal
hygiene in reducing disease risk. Students watched an educational presentation
supported with posters, visuals, and a digital slideshow.

The interactive format of the session encouraged students to participate in
discussions and clarify their doubts. Teachers reinforced key messages about proper
handwashing, using mosquito nets, avoiding stagnant water, and eating freshly
prepared food. This initiative not only enhanced student awareness about preventive
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health practices but also motivated them to adopt healthier lifestyles during the
monsoon season.

2. Nutrition Session for Parents and Students

A dedicated nutrition session was organized on 26/07/2025 with support from the
NMMC Education Department to educate parents and students about the importance
of balanced diets and early childhood nutrition. The session was facilitated by a
pediatrician and a dietician who explained age-appropriate dietary needs and the
impact of nutrition on physical and cognitive development. Demonstrations included
healthy meal planning, reading nutrition labels, and making quick, nutritious snacks.

Parents received practical guidance on food groups, portion sizes, and essential
nutrients, while students learned how nutritious food supports academic performance
and energy levels. The pediatrician addressed individual queries, and a friendly Q&A
segment encouraged parent engagement. The session had a high turnout, resulting in
parents feeling more confident about supporting their children’s dietary needs and
adopting healthier food habits at home.
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3. Student Goal Setting

A whole-school goal-setting was conducted on 12th, 13th, and 19th July to
collaboratively establish academic and personal growth goals. The sessions involved
students, parents, and teachers and emphasized the importance of Social-Emotional
Learning (SEL) alongside academic achievement. Students engaged in activities to
identify their strengths, areas for growth, and personal ambitions. Parents were
introduced to the school’s focus areas for the year, including healthy eating, reading
habits, and spoken English development.

The sessions used practical strategies like reflection worksheets, group discussions,
and visual progress trackers to help students develop achievable goals and action
plans. Over 1,250 children actively participated, showing enthusiasm in setting targets
and committing to track their progress. The activity created a strong sense of
ownership among students, while parents expressed appreciation for the structured
approach to monitoring academic and personal development.
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
