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ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT

1. Mathematics Day Celebration - 22nd December 2025

From 8th December to 22nd December 2025, Mathletic Week was successfully conducted
across Grades 3 to 8 as part of the Mathematics Day celebration, in collaboration with the
Academic Committee and the Math team.

The activity was organized in three structured
rounds to promote progressive learning. Round 1
included a pen-and-paper quiz aligned with
grade-level content. Round 2 focused on hands-
on application and problem-solving skills. Round
3 was a collaborative group quiz conducted
during the assembly slot, encouraging teamwork
and mathematical thinking.

The phased structure ensured a transition from
individual understanding to application and
collaborative learning. Students demonstrated
improved engagement and confidence in
Mathematics. The multi-round format strengthened conceptual clarity, application skills, and
collaborative problem-solving. Teachers observed increased participation, healthy
competition, and a positive shift towards viewing Mathematics as enjoyable and meaningful.

2. CBSE SAFAL Examination for Grade 6

From 15th to 17th December, 2025 the Grade 6 SAFAL examination was conducted
successfully in the subjects of English, Mathematics, and Science. The SAFAL examination
aimed to assess students’ conceptual understanding and application of knowledge rather than
rote learning. It focused on measuring foundational and grade-level competencies, identifying
learning gaps, and providing meaningful feedback to improve teaching and learning practices.
The assessment process was smooth and well-organized, and students appeared for the
examination as scheduled. All OMR sheets were successfully uploaded on the SAFAL portal,
ensuring accurate capture of student responses and timely data processing. The assessment
data would be used to analyze student performance and plan targeted instructional support.
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3. Grade Cluster for SEN support
On 3rd December 2025, a sensitisation session on Special Educational Needs (SEN) and

neurodivergence was conducted for subject teachers across Grades 5 to 8 to introduce the
newly established SEN department and promote inclusive classroom practices.
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The session focused on building teachers’ foundational understanding of SEN and
neurodivergence. Key discussion points included the definition and scope of SEN, the concept
of neurodivergence, differences between SEN and general learning variations and the
importance of early identification. The training also highlighted practical classroom strategies
to support diverse learning needs and explained the role of the SEN facilitator in providing
ongoing academic and classroom support.

Teachers actively participated in the discussion and demonstrated improved clarity regarding
inclusive practices and available support systems. The session enabled teachers to better
understand how to identify learning needs and adapt classroom practices to create a more
inclusive learning environment. Participants gained clarity on the functioning of the SEN
department and the process for seeking guidance and collaboration.

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5. Design Thinking Workshop by Local Gyan

On 12th December, 2025 a Design Thinking workshop by Local Gyan was conducted for
Grade 7 students and teachers to build understanding of empathy-driven, user-centred
problem solving. The 1.5-hour session was facilitated by Rajesh and Sonam and engaged
participants in exploring how design shapes everyday objects and the spaces we live in.
Through hands-on activities, collaboration, and reflection, students were introduced to the
design thinking process and encouraged to develop creative solutions by keeping user needs
at the centre.

Students actively participated and demonstrated
improved observation, empathy and critical
thinking skills. The workshop helped learners
recognize design as a purposeful and structured
process and encouraged them to view everyday
objects and environments through a problem-
solving lens. Teachers also gained insights into
how design thinking could be integrated into
classroom practices to promote creativity and
. deeper thinking.

The learnings from the workshop were planned
to be taken forward by integrating design thinking
into classroom projects, encouraging students to identify and solve real-life problems, and
organizing follow-up sessions or hands-on design challenges. These steps aimed to further
strengthen creativity, collaboration and user-centred thinking among students.

1. CBSE Principals Explore Media Education Pathways at Whistling Woods
International

School Leaders Diana Isabel and Nilesh Wadhwa participated in a two-day exposure visit to
Whistling Woods International (WWI) on 27 and 28 November 2025 to gain insights into the
diverse range of media and entertainment careers beyond traditional cinema. The visit aimed
to showcase how foundational media literacy, introduced systematically from Grade 6
onwards, can be meaningfully integrated into school curricula by leveraging WWI’s strong
industry linkages and learning ecosystem.

Day 1 began with a formal welcome and an address by Ms. Meghna Ghai Puri, followed by
a guided tour of WWI's
professional-grade studios, -
laboratories, and creative spaces.
This immersive experience
provided firsthand exposure to
industry-standard  infrastructure
and hands-on learning
environments. A focused session
by Mr. Chaitanya Chinchilkar
offered an overview of the Media
& Entertainment industry,
highlighting emerging domains
such as OTT  platforms,
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animation, gaming, digital content creation, and communication design. He also explained
how diploma and degree programmes blending theory with practice could align with early
student exposure at the school level.

Day 2 focused on collaboration and curriculum integration. Principals engaged in structured
discussions on embedding media literacy, creativity, and design thinking into CBSE
classrooms, along with opportunities for student exposure programmes, internships,
mentorships, and teacher upskilling. The day also included an interaction with Mr. Subhash
Ghai. The visit concluded with a curated Film City tour, offering insights into key stages of
filmmaking.

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4. Inter-Akanksha Athletic Meet and Inter-Akanksha Futsal Competition

On 11th November, 2025 Inter-Akanksha Athletic Meet and Inter-Akanksha Futsal
Competition were successfully conducted to promote physical fitness, teamwork, discipline
and sportsmanship, and to identify and nurture sporting talent among students.

This included 9 Gold medals (8 in Athletics and 1 in Futsal), 5 Silver
medals (4 in Athletics and 1 in Futsal), and 4 Bronze medals (2 in Athletics and 2 in Futsal).

The competitions strengthened students’ physical endurance, confidence, teamwork, and
competitive spirit. Moving forward, it was planned to expand training programs with sport-
specific sessions, introduce fitness assessments with individualized improvement plans, and
increase participation in external tournaments and district-level events to further enhance
sporting excellence.
