ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT 
1. KGs- Unit 1A to 2A assessment 

The Unit Assessment for Kindergarten classes was conducted 
from 15th to 19th September using a structured, child-friendly 
approach. Eight children were assessed daily in Phonics (before 
the break) and Numeracy (after the break) in small groups of four, 
allowing for individualized attention and reducing stress. Teacher 
specialization, a rotation method, and child-centered pacing 
ensured quality, engagement, and comfort, enabling an accurate 
reflection of learning. The process fostered a positive and 

encouraging atmosphere, reinforcing the school’s commitment to holistic early learning.

2. Hindi Diwas  

The school celebrated Hindi Diwas Week from 9th to 14th September 
with great enthusiasm and participation from students and teachers alike.

3. Grade 1 to 8 Data Analysis  

This month, we took a significant step toward strengthening data-driven instruction across 
Grades 1 to 8 by conducting a detailed analysis of student scores from written assessments. 
The objective was to use data effectively to support students in achieving mastery and to close 
learning gaps through targeted interventions. For Unit Tests 2 and 3 of Grades 1 to 7, teachers 
diligently entered all student scores into an Excel sheet, which was then linked to a master 
database and visualized through a dynamic dashboard created by Aditya Anawat, Manager 
Operations, on Looker Studio. This dashboard provides real-time insights into student 
performance across all core subjects including English, Math, Science, Hindi, Marathi, and 
Social Studies, covering approximately 1,240 students. The system enables teachers and 
mentors to easily identify trends, pinpoint learning gaps, and plan focused remediation 

sessions. The data is also being used to 
inform parent meetings, monitor attendance 
and its impact on learning, and support 
teacher appraisal conversations. Moving 
forward, this process will be a recurring 
practice after each assessment, including 
written, performance, and ongoing 
evaluations, ensuring that progress is 
closely tracked and discussed during Parent 
Teacher Student Meetings. This initiative  
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marks an important step in building a strong culture of data-driven instructional practices 
aimed at improving learning outcomes for every child.

4. Family Role Play - Jr.KG  
 
The Family Role Play activity for Junior Kindergarten (Jr. KG) students was conducted on 11th 
September with the objective of helping 
children understand the roles and 
responsibilities of different family 
members while fostering love, respect, 
and togetherness. Classrooms were 
transformed into homely spaces such as 
living rooms and kitchens, creating a 
realistic environment for imaginative play. 
Children came dressed as various 
family members and enthusiastically 
enacted daily routines using props and real-
life items, making the activity interactive and 
enjoyable. This hands-on experience  
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not only enhanced their understanding of family roles but also boosted their confidence, 
communication, and social skills. The activity encouraged creativity and imagination while 
instilling important values of love, care, and respect for family members, leaving the children 
happy, engaged, and proud of their families.

5. Numeracy Performance task - KGs  
The Numeracy Performance Task for Kindergarten assessed how 
students applied mathematical skills in real-life contexts while 
fostering problem-solving, critical thinking, and communication. 
For Jr. KG, children identified and counted classroom objects such 
as doors, windows, chairs, and tables, recording their 
observations in “Classroom Reports” and confidently sharing their 
findings, which enhanced their number recognition, counting, and 
speaking skills. For Sr. KG, students created ABAB and AABB 
patterns using colorful pasta to make bracelets and necklaces, 
explaining their designs, relating them to real-life examples, and 
demonstrating creativity and confidence. A total of 40 students 
from each class participated, and the activity effectively promoted 
engagement, hands-on learning, and a deeper understanding of 
numeracy concepts.

6. PSL Hackathon Hall - 8 to 9  

On 30 September, a Hackathon was conducted in two 
main sessions: 

• Level     1: Mixed teams of PSL and non-PSL 
students 

• Level 2: Homogeneous teams of PSL and 
non-PSL students 
 
Each session engaged students in thought-
provoking problem-solving activities 
designed to challenge their critical thinking. 
Each session lasted one hour. All 
participants received appreciation 
certificates, and Special Award certificates 
were presented to children demonstrating the 
four core values of PSL: Belong, Learn, 
Stretch, and Enjoy. Devika and Harshida

EXCELLENT EDUCATORS 
1. PD on Reiteration of Strategies  

On 13th September, a PD session on reiteration strategies demonstrated how non-negotiable 
classroom practices could be made more engaging and impactful. Teachers used attention 
grabbers to refocus students and conducted CFUs (Checks for Understanding) throughout 
lessons, ensuring no opt-out participation. For Grade 1 and above, they incorporated Think-
Pair-Share (TPS) or Think-Pair-Write-Share (TPWS) with elbow partners and provided pause 
time for thoughtful responses. They used Quick Count and Book Reading Trackers to monitor 
fluency and progress, and offered remedial support for striving learners. Classroom strategies 
such as thumbs up/down, holding up cards/books, and tracking the speaker helped assess 
comprehension. Teachers circulated with purpose, and while correcting books, they used a 
green pen, included a dated signature, and added an appreciation note to motivate students. 
Peer and self-correction were encouraged through cues like the cup or arm rule.

2. PD on Clubs for KGs  

On 12th September, the first session of Friday Clubs was conducted. In the introductory 
session, teachers explained the purpose and variety of extracurricular clubs and showcased 
a video highlighting the different clubs and examples of activities students could explore. The 
clubs included Science Club, Dance Club, Yoga Club, Eco-Friendly & Nature Club, Skit & 
Literacy Club, Tech Club, and Life Skills Club. Students were then encouraged to reflect on 
their interests and choose the club they wished to join. During the activity, students and 
teachers from different grades and divisions introduced themselves, began building 
connections, and participated in an icebreaker activity, creating a positive and enthusiastic 
start to the Friday Clubs program.

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3. PD on assessment & attendance tracker  

On 20th September 2025, a 1-hour session was conducted covering key Excel skills for 
classroom management. Teachers learned to use basic functions such as SUM and 
AVERAGE, and practice sequencing serial numbers. The session included percentage 
calculation for quickly determining student-wise attendance, and data cleaning using 
PROPER, UPPER, and LOWER to standardize student names. Techniques for splitting and 
joining names were demonstrated, along with conditional formatting to highlight 
Present/Absent entries in green and red for easy visualization. Finally, data validation was 
applied to create a drop-down list for attendance entries, ensuring accuracy and efficiency in 
record-keeping.

4. PD on sports  

On 12 September, an interactive PE workshop was conducted for teachers. During the 
session, teachers engaged in hands-on activities to design rubrics, peer-assessment formats, 
and fitness tracking tools. Best practices were shared through case studies and examples of 
effective PE assessments from various schools. Teachers also participated in collaborative 
planning, working in groups to create assessment frameworks adaptable to their school 
contexts. The session included practical demonstrations on assessing movement skills, 
teamwork, and game performance, providing teachers with actionable strategies for 
classroom implementation.

On 3rd September 2025, an online Art professional PD session was conducted from 9:30 to 
10:30 AM. During the session, teachers shared innovative lesson ideas for Grades 7 and 8, 
discussing detailed plans and their classroom experiences with peers. A folder was maintained 
for uploading individual lesson plans. Teachers also received hands-on guidance on using the 
Edustem portal to capture Art reflections, a new initiative for the year. The session enabled 
teachers to explore effective approaches for both elementary and intermediate levels, 
fostering a collaborative environment that encouraged them to share, learn, grow, and 
enhance their teaching practices.

This format enabled teachers to gain a clear 
understanding of the committee objectives, ask questions directly to core members, and clarify 
doubts regarding implementation. Through the rotation, each teacher visited all three  
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committee groups and actively participated in discussions, ensuring a comprehensive 
understanding of the collective priorities while contributing their perspectives to strengthen the 
goals further. The session was highly collaborative and interactive, promoting shared 
ownership and clarity among the teaching staff.

The main 
activity, Exploring Awareness with Sensory Focus, included Mindful Walking, aimed at helping 
participants experience present-moment awareness through sensory engagement, after 
which teachers reflected on their observations. The Insight Activity – The Spark and the Forest 
Fire focused on understanding emotional escalation and recognizing early signs of strong 
reactions. The session concluded with a summary, closure, and self-compassionate practice, 
promoting both personal awareness and professional application of mindfulness strategies in 
the classroom.

The book was read 
aloud page by page, with students following 
along by placing their pointer finger on each 
word and repeating after the teacher to 
reinforce word recognition and fluency. After 
reading, the teacher asked simple 
comprehension questions to assess 
understanding. The session concluded with 

students closing their books and returning them to the teacher, completing the guided reading 
activity.

Each school shared their assessment processes, including strategies for one-on-one 
assessments, timings, and manpower allocation, based on student strengths. The session 
lasted 4 hours for K–2 and 1 hour for KG, focusing specifically on English, Guided Reading, 
and Math. At NMMC, the Akanksha Curriculum is followed for KGs only, and the PD provided 
teachers with guidance to implement assessments effectively and consistently across grades.

Teachers watched a classroom teaching video and used 
the observation tool to rate the session across categories: Beginning, Emerging, Developing, 
and Well Developed. In small groups, teachers provided reasons for their ratings and then 
shared their observations and insights with the whole group. This interactive format helped 
teachers understand evaluation criteria and standards and clarified the process for 
implementing observations in the future.

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For Grades 6–8, the activity “Beliefs that Build Democracy” had students individually write a 
belief necessary for democracy, then pair up to discuss, join another pair for debate, and 
collectively create a class list of top 3–5 shared democratic beliefs. The session concluded 
with a reflection on what happens to democracy if people stop valuing these shared beliefs.

9. Orientation of Cub and Bulbul (Grade 2)

and explain its aims, promise, rules, and values. Teachers emphasized the development of 
discipline, confidence, responsibility, and a spirit of service in students, and highlighted the 
importance of parents’ participation and support. The orientation also shared planned activities 
for the year and outlined how the program contributes to children’s overall development.

10. DSO  

NMMC School 93 students showcased exceptional talent and determination across multiple 
district-level sports competitions, achieving outstanding results in Judo, Karate, and Kick-
boxing. 

At the Navi Mumbai District Sports Officer (DSO) Judo Competition on 21st September, our 
students secured a total of 14 medals: 5 Gold, 5 Silver, and 4 Bronze. Gold medalists included 
Samarth Dhanawade, Luckish Nishad, Sanjana Paswan, Yashshree Tidke, and Khushi  
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Kanvar. Silver medals were won by Pranav Jadhav, Mohini Rathod, Gayatri Das, Gayatri 
Gaiwal, and Gayatri Gajbhare, while Bronze went to Harshad Shelke, Sarthak Veer, Uttam 
Tiwari, and Veer Sarkaniya. Notably, three students also participated in the International 
Karate Tournament, bringing home 2 Gold and 1 Bronze medals. Our Gold medal winners 
qualified directly for the Association State Tournament.

September, students 
earned three 
prestigious medals: 
Gold for Gayatri 
Gajbhare (District 
Champion), Silver for 
Apoorva, and Bronze 
for Diksha G. The event 
provided a platform for 
developing discipline, 
confidence, and 

sportsmanship, highlighting the dedication of both students and coaches. 

At the DSO Golden Kick Kick-boxing Competition on 24th September, students excelled, 
securing a total of 10 medals: 4 Gold, 4 Silver, and 2 Bronze. Gold medalists included Aarya 
Mane (U-28), Diksha Gupta (U-24), Lucky Nishad (U-32), and Vineet Jadhav (U-57). Silver 
medals were awarded to Luckish Nishad, Swara Harale, Vikramjeet Choudhary, and Jay 
Mulik, while Bronze went to Roshan Hatkar, Aniket Kare, and one more in the U-26 category. 

These achievements reflect the talent, discipline, and dedication of our students, supported 
by the guidance of their coaches and families, and underscore NMMC School 93’s 
commitment to fostering well-rounded development through sports.

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PARENT COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT AND DEVELOPMENT  
1. Intervention of BMI and Gynac camp  

From 8th to 13th September, Reliance Foundation organized BMI and Gynaecology 
interventions at NMMC School 93 to address child undernutrition and support maternal health. 
During the BMI intervention, all children identified as underweight or severely underweight 
were assessed, provided nutrition guidance, and administered appropriate medicine, while 
parents received counseling on managing their child’s nutrition. The Gynaecology camp saw 
over 160 mothers and female guardians receive health checkups, consultations, and guidance 
on women’s health and hygiene. These activities promoted awareness among parents about  
the importance of child nutrition and maternal health. Follow-up sessions will be conducted to 
monitor children’s progress and ensure continued engagement with parents to sustain healthy 
practices.

2. SW CSA Meeting - Handling Disclosure  
 
On 19th and 20th September 2025, five Parent Meetings on Child Sexual Abuse and Handling 
Disclosure were conducted for parents of Nursery to Grade 8 students to raise awareness 
about child sexual abuse (CSA) and related forms of abuse. The sessions explained the 
meaning of CSA, familiarized parents with the POCSO Act, and guided them on responding 
to disclosures using a structured five-step process: Listen and Notice, Validate, Affirm, 
Reassure, and Support. Parents participated in group discussions on case studies and shared 
their responses with the larger audience. Helpline numbers for CWC, Childline, and the Police 
were also provided. The sessions were found highly meaningful and engaging, helping parents 
think practically about handling sensitive situations and emphasizing the importance of 
vigilance in today’s context.

3. Students Absentism  
 
NMMC School 93 has implemented a comprehensive approach to improve student 
attendance through multiple initiatives. An Attendance Dashboard has been developed to 
quickly identify students with low attendance. Students with 100% attendance are recognized 
and acknowledged in parent groups to motivate both students and parents. Daily check-in 
calls are made by helper didis to students who are absent, ensuring their well-being and 
encouraging them to return to school. For students with prolonged absences, social workers 
intervene to understand the underlying causes and provide support to help them get back on 
track. These measures aim to promote consistent attendance and overall student 
engagement.
